Start of the Idea

After the idea had become clear,
the youths in charge resorted to
social media for help to intro-
duce their idea and spread
awareness of it in the Kuwaiti
society. Abdul Aziz Al-Shalfan
sees that the most difficult step
was represented in the way how
to let the society catch the mes-
sage as the company seeks to
recycle house aluminum at the
Ist stage before moving to re-
cycle large company aluminum.

Al-Shalfan says: “we published
a video through YouTube in
easy and direct words to get
access to the public. The video
was largely watched and helped
get response and reaction. We
began to receive daily contacts

with support of the aluminum
we needed without which the
enterprise would not have suc-
ceeded and continued,” adding
that “we began our Ist steps
connected with collecting and
storing aluminum at a private
site in Sulaibiya area as we aim
at establishing our private entity
in 5 years. During the Ist stage
we might resort to recycle alum-
inum in other areas outside Ku-
wait, especially that this country
does not have aluminum recyc-
ling factories.”

The other step to follow, Al-Shal-
fan went on to say, will be the
company establishment proced-
ures and turning it into an exist-
ing entity as “we started the lst
official turning procedures and
obtainment of licenses.”

For his part, Bader Al-Turaiji said
the reason of their choosing this
kind of industry referred to eco-
nomic and environmental matters.
Economically, the enterprise is
the single one in Kuwait, which is
the Ist factor of success as Ku-
wait imports aluminum and that
an aluminum recycling factory
will help the state save much. He
adds that Aluminum is one of the
lightest and largest spread metals
used worldwide.

Environmentally, he said their work
would not be limited to establishing
an aluminum recycling factory, but
it includes keeping the public aware
of the importance of that for the en-
vironment and society.

> You established “Safi-

ra (ambassadress) Social
Responsibility Company, how
about its objectives?

| had strong enthusiasm for social
service, activation of the role of private
sector, governmental and civil com-
munity establishments for solving some
social problems. We then focused on
capacitating women to have an effect-
ive role in decision making and building
the society besides building the skills
of youth forming /0% of the society
in addition to some health awareness
projects.

>> Last year, you presented
the experiment of "Small
Merchant’, the I* qualifying
training project for Kuwaiti
‘pioneer buds’, would you talk
to us about this experiment?
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This experiment comes within our plans
to qualify youth. We worked on quali-
fying and infusing the values of trade
and business in children from 6 years
old. The project was a child expo estab-
lished by our colleague Fahd Al-Bager
in 2008. It was developed to include
workshops and training courses in
cooperation with trainers authorized
in business, marketing, art of public
speaking, etc. as needed by business-
man.

> You participated in estab-
lishing businesswomen and
professionals’ netwark, how
about the role of this network?

It was established in 2009 under the
umbrella of the Kuwaiti Economic So-
ciety at the initiative of each of Maall
Al-Aasousi and Malika Cole, the 1
president of the network then called
“Businesswomen and  Professionals
Club™ as a branch of an international
organization headquartered in New

York and having 60 branches world-
wide. It made many achievements as
it represented Kuwait in many con-
ferences, organized many workshops
and expos and executed programs to
enable women in small enterprises,
leadership and initiative. It aims at cap-
acitating women and providing work
opportunities for them.

I was the I* elected president of the club
when | obtained the largest number of
votes in the elections of 2010-2016.
During that period, the network was a
destination for those who wanted to col-
lect information in the field of capacitat-
ing women, due to that large database
then available. The aim was to create
successful, initiating and leading women,
even if they were housewives. Despite
all difficulties that faced the network,
its members gained the necessary ex-
pertise, the confidence of those around
them, participated in many conferences
and workshops in addition to the annual
meetings of the principal organization,
thus making the network leave a local
and regional fingerprint.

> How do you describe the
support you received from
your family at all times?

My family, starting from my father
and parents, then my husband and
children, extended all support to me.

Having interviewed
the Municipal Council
Chairman, we met
with the Chairperson
of Enviranment Affairs
Committee at the Mu-
nicipal Council, Maha
Al-Baghli, the only
lady appointed to this
council in view of her
large expertise in the
public and private sec-
tors in addition to her
role in voluntary and
social work.. Following
are the details:

Maha Al-Baghli

>> You are presently the
Chairperson of the Environ-
ment Affairs Committee at
the Municipal Council, what
are your most important
plans in this area?

I have the honor of getting the con-
fidence of HH the Amir for joining
the Municipal Council and then that
of the council members to chair the
Environment  Affairs ~ Committee
there. We are currently discussing
the cleaning and landfill contracts,
whether waste can be separat-
ed and the way of addressing the
problem because waste contracts
and cleaning contracts are each in
different direction.

We are considering the current situ-
ation and seeking help of those spe-
cialized in waste, landfills, KISR and
the Public Authority of Environment
(PAE) before making the necessary
suggestions.

The solid waste project is among
our priorities. However, we were
surprised at stopping it despite its
importance for Kuwait. Solid waste
file is a burden in the way how to
deal with and a resource that should

be invested properly. Added to that
there are problems of desertifica-
tion, spring camps and their impact
on mainland environment in Kuwait.

We invited the authorities concerned
to a workshop that included PAE,
Audit Bureau, etc. we will give them
opportunity till the end of summer to
discuss the topic that is largely im-
portant for Kuwait. We will continue
studying the topic with Kuwait Uni-
versity and KISR, which provided us
with researches how to exploit, burn
this waste and generate electricity
in a way that realizes financial return
for the government.

Among the topics we will study are
waste types, including sand re-
sulting from excavation, how to deal
with them and the new projects
needy of landfills.

>> How do you see the
role of industrial sector in
Kuwait?

We are very interested in industrial
development in Kuwait. On the other
hand, there is the Environment Law
that everybody should be abide by.

We must get sure that the law was
fairly made in such a way that does
not obstruct industrial development.
Some remarks reached us from
certain industrial sectors regarding
some articles in the said law that
abstruct their work. We will do our
best to simultaneously deal fairly
with the Kuwaiti environment and
the industrial sector.

>»> Would you talk to us
about your experiment in
the field of development and
real estate investment?

Having obtained Master's Degree in
“Smart Roads” from Florida in USA,
| started with the public sector and
worked at Kuwait University on the
construction program. This refined
my expertise. | also worked with
international consultancy offices and
[*grade entrepreneurs for 5 years in
Kuwait. | moved to the private sector
and worked at the United Real Es-
tate Company in the field of develop-
ing real estate projects and Emtiaz
Investment Company. This made me
gain expertise and taught me how to
benefit from the available financial
and human resources.

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> The Municipal Council
has recently issued many
resolutions for allocating and
building labour cities, how
about them?

The previous council took many
resolutions in this direction focusing
on Ahmadi and Jahra Governorates
in more than 6 or 7 sites for labour
housing with large capacity. This was
referred to the authority of partner-
ship between the public and private
sectors. The authority informed of
the need to re-study these projects
as there was no rush upon them by
investors, owing to their lack of in-
vestment feasibility. Therefore, some
aspects should be improved so that
such projects become attractive to
investors. This file is undoubtedly very
delicate, especially that the state is
bracing for many mega projects needy
of labour.

» The Municipal Coun-
cil has recently approved
forming a permanent
committee to improve work
environment for small and
medium enterprises, when
will the committee assume
its duties?

This committee is new. It will start
making a work plan which will be pre-
sented to the council in its next term.
As it is obvious from its name, it will
be in favour of small and medium
work environment in cooperation with
the Ministry of Commerce, the Na-
tional Fund for Development of Small
and Medium Enterprises and the
Re-structuring Program. The com-
mittee will stress on making licenses
easier and allocating suitable sites,
especially that the previous council
approved many land plots in different
sites of the country to be allocated for
the National Fund, structuring and
labour support bodies.

> Do you have new con-
ceptions for benefiting from
alternative energy and solar
energy in Kuwait?

Alternative energy is a large topic
with many sub-titles, including green
buildings. Applying the alternative
energy will undoubtedly make savings
in many sectors, e.g. electricity, water
and building insulators. | think that
the building code, which is still under
study at present, will have an import-
ant role in using materials that save
energy.

In general, we reviewed this matter at
the previous council with the Ministry
of Electricity and opined that if we
applied some simple steps connected
with some lighting, water filters and
taps, no less than half a billion dollars
would go into the state savings. Added
to that is designing houses in the dir-
ection of the sun, the kind of wood and
aluminium used in building and other
non-costly matters will be beneficial.

Onthe other hand, I greet the Ministry
of Commerce, which helped subsidize
some building materials, including
insulators, illumination, energy-sav-
ing lights and stopping the import of
non-saving energy lights, which will
save energy on the long run.

The direction for alternative energy
is an international trend. However,
Kuwait depends on water and fuel for
coaling and all living necessities. Thus,
saving in this matter will be conducive
to savings in the state budgets sooner
and later. However, the issue needs
coaperation of all state ministries and
circulating the same among citizens in
general.



With youth potentials and
new blood, the Municipal
Council is preparing for
a renewable start after
the summer recess to
pursue work connected
with building, develop-
ing the State of Kuwait
and executing plans and
strategies in favor of the
homeland and citizens.

Head of the Municipal
Council Osama Al-Otaibi
told "Al-Senae” that the
agenda of the new council
is full of issues, including
"solid waste” project,
labor cities, improving
work environment and
the alternative energy in
addition to transaction
automation..

Following are the detalils:

Osama Al-Otaibi

> What are the most
important projects presented
to your council for approval at
the current session?

We are now at the beginning of session of
the 12th legislative term of the Municipal
Council. We are currently reviewing all ex-
isting projects. But during the Ist and 2nd
sessions of the current term, some parts
of the structural plan of Sabah Al-Salem
University area were amended in addition
to amending the borders of some resi-
dential and commercial areas. The actual
start will undoubtedly be at the beginning
of the term next September.

>> From your viewpaint,
what are the most important
aspirations and future plans
to realize Kuwait vision 20357

The Municipal Council is a pillar for real-
izing development in the State of Kuwait
since it is specialized in land allocation and
major project licensing. A large part of the
development plan is connected with the
aforesaid specialization.

The council spares no effort to quickly
approve these plans in cooperation with
the executive body and the rest of the
concerned service ministries. However,
we wish time and routine were cut short.
Two years ago, the Municipality started
awonderful plan of electronic archiving
and building license automation, etc.
we wish the internal procedures of our
council were automated because all this
is in favour of the development plan.

>> How about the “Solid
Waste” project, is it still facing
impediments?

The Environment Committee at the
council recently held a workshop on
this topic in presence of many author-
ities, including the Public Authority of
Environment (PAE) and Audit Bureau
to hear their viewpaints in this regard
and know the points of objection by the
Audit Bureau.

We are pushing for executing this pro-
Ject, regardless of its financial feas-
ibility, because we are interested in its
hygienic and environmental feasibility.
We were promised of reconsidering

this project in cooperation with PAE for
re-launching it within the budget. We
hope the Audit Bureau will understand
that the matter is not only financial, but
itis finally in favour of human health and
environment.

> Where have your plans
for transaction automation
reached with the Municipality
and other state authorities?

Electronic correspondence was applied
over many years. It proved feasible fi-
nancially and time-wise. Automation
now includes issuance and renewal of
licenses at ads and building sectors.

Last month, Jahra Governorate an-
nounced completion of license issuance
electronically in full. However, we seek
electronic issuance of all transactions
without need for citizens to be present
atall. We also seek to issue all descrip-
tion certificates and (ownership) trans-
fer electronically besides allocating an
electronic channel for communication
with citizens and responding to their
queries.
