A Field Visit by “Fire Delegation’
to Western Shuaiba Factories
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A General Fire Department (GFD)
delegation headed by Deputy Dir-
ector General of Prevention Sector
General Khaled Al-Abdulla Fahd
paid a field visit to a number of Ku-
waiti factories operating in Shuaiba
Industrial Area in coordination and
coaperation with Kuwait Industries
Union (KIU).

The visit comes under directives
from H. E. Director General of
GFD Lieutenant General Khaled

Rakan Al-Mikrad. Ac-companying
General Khaled Abdulla Fahd were
Director of Prevention Department
in Ahmadi Governorate Brigadier
General Mohsen Al-Qudaihi and a
number of Prevention Sector offi-
cials.

In a statement on the visit, Gen.
Khaled Abdulla said it comes in exe-
cution of GFD vision represented in
protection of lives, properties and
fire prevention.

In achievement of GFD strategies,
the visit came to a number of na-
tional factories in Western Shuaiba
Area for getting informed of instal-
lations and their commitment to
safety and fire prevention require-
ments on one hand and cooper-
ation, support and encouragement
of factories besides providing ad-
vice to them on the other hand, he
added.
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Mubadir Abdulla Jawad
Saleh, a Finance Bachelor
from Wisconsin University
and holder of the fellowship
of Institute of Legal Insur-
ance from UK, used his
insurance expertise to es-
tablish his private enterprise
through which he provides
insurance consultancies for
factories, small and medium
companies.

Abdulla Jawad worked for 5 years in a
number of insurance companies before
he moved to free business through
estab-lishing “Elite Consultancies and
Insurance Brokerage”. He was able to
gain the confidence of a considerable
group in a short period and establish a
good base of customers.

He says: I started my enterprise with
a personal loan | gt from Commercial
Facilities Company as | did not apply
to the National Fund or the Industrial
Bank of Kuwait (IBK) for money. It is
known that insurance activity follows
the ac-tivity of services coupled with
knowledge and personal skills, which
needn't a big capital. | don't deny that
the environ-ment surrounding me had
a big effect on the enterprise success.
My wife was the first person who en-
couraged me, es-pecially that sheis an
initiator (Mubadir) with an enterprise
she established 3 years before me af-
ter getting a loan from IBK. My father
also supported me with his advice and
directives, especially that business is
not that rosy world and dealing through
it needs experience a person gains af-
ter engaging in this field.”

Abdulla Jawad points out that “Elite
Consultancies and Insurance Broker-
age” provides different kinds of insur-
ance contracts, coverage, review of
factory or customer needs according to
the needs of each, especially that every
activity needs a certain kind of insur-
ance contracts and documents, hence
the company role comes for finding
contracts to cover any future material
claims besides following these claims
for reaching a correct end.

He adds that some factories might
need-for instance- risk inspection re-
port as a factory can avoid any future
possible risk that might fact it. There-
fore, “Elite” makes a research about
the activity of a company before pro-
viding a suitable insurance contract.

Abdulla Jawad went on to say that “de-
spite the fact that the insurance sector
is small, it groups various and new
products, eg. technologies, e-sites
and modern applications insurance,
ransom insurance related to kidnap-
ping events that take place in some
countries suffering security risks, tame
animals insurance, etc. which means
that insurance market is wide but
scarcely tackled by Kuwaiti citizens in
particular”

Abdulla Jawad did not make do with
providing his insurance services to
new Mubadirin, the owners of small
and medi-um enterprises, but was
keen on giving advice of the need to
pay attention to and focus on insur-
ance item when providing a feasibility
study of the enterprise and that such
an item should be included within the
enterprise expenses. He also advised
them to “Expect the unexpected” be-
cause insurance is basically based on
this matter as “we depend on safety
belt during driving, we should know
that insurance is like safety belt for any
commercial - activity.

In comment, he says: "a Mubadir has
to be keen that insurance policy should
cover all risks related their commercial
or industrial activity, dealing is better
with a person able to administer this
process and can well control contracts
and reports technically.”

Abdulla Jawad disclosed his future
ambition following his success in es-
tablishing his own enterprise. In this
connection, he says he is ambitious
to expand in this field and enter other
fields, explaining that he is currently
working on estab-lishing an application
for smart phones called ‘geekshub”
connected with the world of games and
entertainment be-sides any product
special for films, serials and games,
announcing that the application will be
put on show.
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Fair Competition

Despite the fact that CMC s the only
company specialized in this industry
in Kuwait, this does not mean that
it has no competitors in the local
market. The factory is facing fair
competition by the Turkish carpet,
definitely. The Turkish market has

We can say that the price posted for
Princess Noura University does not in-
clude design contracts while Al-Shadad-
iya University posted price included de-
sign contracts. Therefore, our university
cost is not higher than that of Princess
Noura University.

> Was the national product
relied on when building the
university?

All contractors working on the project
know quite well that the law obliges
thern ta rely on the national product
during execution. The national prod-
uct always takes priority unless a
contractor proves evidently that the
cost was 10% higher according ta the
difference approved by the law at that
time.

Other conditions provide that the
national product should match the
specifications existing in the contract
and according to which the pricing was
made. We interfere in favour of the
national product when it is matching
the specifications and the requested
shape.

> How will the supervisory
team deal with maintaining,
administering and cleaning
this major edifice to keep its
splendour?

Kuwait University will follow the state
directives in the topic of facility admin-
istration through a company special-
ized in that.

>> Being a lady and house-
wife with children, what is
the secret of your success
reconciling work and home?

Whether an employee was male or
female, success cannot be achieved
without support at home. Here, | do

I never heard that
he complained about any bad thing.
He was really an ideal example for me
since childhood.
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> Al-Shadadiya University
project witnessed mare than
one fire during the comple-
tion period, did that raise any
suspicions of benefit because
of that and what is your
response?

The project witnessed 3 major fires, with
the understanding that constructionfires
usually take place at any project. Similar
fires were witnessed at many projects
in Kuwatt, including Education Ministry
building, the Capital Project building and
The Avenues. Fires often break out due
to inaccurate application of security and
safety measures and due to the differ-
ence in the cultures of workers who are
often naive and ignorant of security and
safety culture and its importance for
their safety in special.
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Generally, fires are insignificant except
when they cause material and time
losses for the project. The project
undoubtedly witnessed 3 major dis-
ruptive fires, of which 2 took place in
2013 and the 3rd in 2016. The 3 fires
in the university did not burn the entire
project, but parts of it as fire broke out
in the buildings of the Faculty of Engin-
eering, Letters and Education and So-
cial Sciences with the understanding
that every building had a contractor
different from the other.

As for suspicions, official reports
issued by General Fire Department
clarified that human error had caused
the fires and it is illogical that a con-
tractor has any interest or benefit in
causing fire to their own project, es-
pecially when we know that the cost

of reconstruction is higher than the
construction process itself and that a
contractor will be responsible for re-
building anew at no extra cost on part
of the owner besides paying the cost
of the supervisory team. Furthermore,
insurance companies do not pay full
compensation to contractors for fires
that break out due to negligence.

> Are Al-Shadadiya Uni-
versity faculties working in
full scale at present or not?

Work has so far started at six (6) fac-
ulties, including & faculties working in
full scale, i.e. by rate of 100%. These
facul-ties are: Faculty of Letters, Fac-
ulty of Education, Administrative Sci-
ences Faculty and Life Sciences Fac-

ulty in addition to another 2 partially
working faculties, namely Engineering
Faculty and Science Faculty due to
delay in supplying lab equipment. Our
ambitious plan is based on finally
finishing with all faculties in 2021. It
is known that construction plans are
under the effect of many factors and
different sides.

> ltis said that the cost of
Al-Shadadiya University is
the highest worldwide, is it
true?

No, but the cost of Princess Noura Uni-
versityin Saudi Arabia is higher than that
of Al-Shadadiya University. However,
no universities worldwide were built as
speediy as Al-Shadadiya University.



It was a wonderful meeting that brought together “Al-
Senae” and Assistant Director of Kuwait University
Construction Program Dr. Anwar Al-lorahim, an effi-
cient Kuwaiti arm with obvious fingerprints in achieving
Al-Shadadiya University dream that came true thanks to
the ambitious team led so ably by Director of Construc-
tion Program at the University Dr. Qutaiba Al-Rozoug.

Or. Al-lbrahim gave remarkable information through
which she disclosed facts that were unknown to the
Kuwaiti society, most importantly was that the founda-
tion stone of Kuwait University in Al-Shadadiya was laid
down in 2005 and the building work be-gan in 2011 to
be crowned with the operation stage in September 2019,
a very record period for such a large project.

The 2nd surprise posed by Dr. Al-lbrahim was connected
with the university cost said to be the highest worldwide,
which she refuted by saying that the cost of Princess
Noura University in Saudi Arabia is the highest and not
that of Al-Shadadiya, adding that not everything said is
true. Following is the dialogue of Dr. Anwar Al-lbrahim
with "Al-Snae” magazine:

> Since 1980's, we have
been hearing about Al-Sha-
dadiya University, but it did
not come to light except in
2019. Why, by your ex-
perience, are government
projects delayed?

In the 1980s, the then Kuwait uni-
versity rector gave a press release
to the University Paper "Afaq” about
Al-Shadadiya University at a time the
project was no more than an unused
land and there were no designs, exe-
cution contracts or other university
construction  basics.

In 2004, Law No. 30/2004 was
issued providing for the establishment
of a university campus with separate
bulldings for male and female stu-
dents. In 2005, the foundation stone
was laid down for the planning vehicle
of the project to begin starting with the
organizational chart often amended,
due to the increase in the number of
students and needs of the state insti-
tutions. It was approved in 2010 after
the last update, with the understanding
that the law issued in 2004 obliged Ku-
wait university to build this edifice in 10
years, i.e. by not beyond the year 2014.

The first construction project of the
university started in 2011, which
means that the execution of Al-Sha-
dadiya Univer-sity actually began in
2011 on 6 million square-meter area,
equivalent to the area of Kuwait City
entirely. The University City was built
in 7 years, which means that we made
an execution achievernent without
delay.

> How could you make this
achievement?

Everybody should know that such a
large costly project was treated like any
other state project, which means it took
no special status despite the fact that its
law determined a special status for it as
all state institutions were requested to
grant it priority, but that did not happen,
which prompted us to accept and co-
exist with this factual matter. We used to
deal with the state institutions through
steady follow-up il they knew the extent
of our seriousness and persever-ance,
which created for us a kind of respect
inside the state ministries.

The project faced difficult impediments,
but thanks to the team faith in the
achievement, we finally succeeded.
